
 
Protocol for using Chisenhale Dance Space Studios 

 
Before entering the building, I will 

● Check my space hire confirmation email for access and arrival info 
● Read all guidance sent by Chisenhale Dance Space 
● Research my journey to and from Chisenhale Dance Space 
● Update CDS Staff on any changes to my booking including attendee numbers and contact details 

 
Upon arrival... 

● Arrive and Exit at my allotted time (maximum of 5 mins early) 
● Arrive with my team/bubble/group, if possible 
● Only use the studio that I have booked 
● Bring refreshments with me and plan for minimal outside visits to avoid unnecessary contact  
● Ask for help or advice if I need it 

 
In communal spaces including corridors... 

● Wear face coverings over nose and mouth 
● Follow the traffic flow system, allowing 1 person at a time to use the staircase  
● Maintain social distancing with anyone outside my team/group/bubble 
● Use assigned visitor toilets  
● Not gather in non-essential common areas including the lounge, kitchen and Artists Room 
● Regularly use hand sanitising stations as you enter the building and outside each studio 

 
Inside the studios… 

● CDS acknowledges that dance is not an activity that is always compatible with social distancing, but distance 
should be maintained wherever possible. 

● We ask that you work safely, with care and clear, prior consent from any of your collaborators’, taking into 
account their personal situations and risk levels. CDS’s advice on social distancing while dancing includes:  

○ Using 2m floor mark-up to aid social distancing where possible 
○ Using side-by-side, back-to-back spatial formations whenever possible. 
○ Reducing the number of people each person has contact with by using fixed teams and partnering.  
○ Collaborators only attend rehearsals when required by allocating call times.  
○ Organising and designing repertoire and rehearsals to avoid situations where performers cannot 

socially distance, wherever feasible. 
○ Use the space responsibly avoiding activities which could result in injury 

● Use cleaning wipes provided to clean the stereo system after use.  
● Remove all personal waste from the building.  
● Bring as few personal items as possible and keep them contained and tidy 

 
I will let CDS know and I won’t come in if 

● I, or someone in my group, have a new, continuous cough 
● I, or someone in my group have a high temperature  
● I, or someone in my group have a change or loss of taste or smell 
● The people I live with are unwell 

 
After visiting… 

● To contact CDS staff immediately if I develop symptoms related to COVID-19 and have recently used the 
space in the prior 7 days. 
 

If I disregard Chisenhale Dance Spaces protocol, CDS has the right to ask you to leave and future bookings may be 
cancelled.
